Pome granates 
 
Pomegranates are a key fruit during the winter months 
– especially in Turkey, from where we source the bulk 
of what we sell. We are big fans of the Hicaz variety, 
which is large in size and has an excellent balance: not 
too sweet and not too sour. The seeds, too, are small 
and not tough or bitter so can happily be added to 
salads etc. It is also good for making molasses. 

Historically, pomegranates are native to a region that 
includes Iran, Afghanistan and northern India. The 
Arabs later introduced the pomegranate to Spain. The 
plant is botanically known as Punica granatum and is 
a small deciduous tree. 

Don’t forget that All Greens also sells a wide range of 
other products for your kitchen, including dry goods, dairy 
and staples such as blue roll.
